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Pre-Columbian Era

Many pre-Columbian civilizations established hallmarks which included permanent settlements, cities, agriculture, civic and monumental architecture, major earthenware, and complex societal hierarchies.

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Feudal Japan (Kamakura Period)

The Kamakura period ended in 1333 AD, with the destruction of the shogunate and the short reestablishment of imperial rule, under Emperor Go-Daigo byAshikaga Takauji, Nitta Yoshisada, and Kusunoki Masashige.
